SCP Minutes, 1/4/72 (excerpt)

It was voted: favorable recommendation to the Commission for Higher
Education for coordination contingent on the expectation that three
conditions would be fulfilled:

1. Expanded representation from the nursing field in
program development, eg., an in or out-of-state
consultant in nursing professions education.

2. As developments move toward accreditation, careful
attention would be focused on the content of the
clinical courses and relationships of the college
with clinical facilities.

3. Especially with respect to aspects of the program
concerned with preparing nurse-teacheres in schools
and extended-care facilities, special attention
should be devoted to liaison with the State Depart­
ment of Education.
