Board.

ADDENDUM TO BOARD RESOLUTION
concerning
The Election of Full-time Students to the Board of Trustees,

dated September 26, 1975

1. This procedure has been established by the Board of Trustees under

the provisions of Public Act 75-262.

2. In‘developing this procedure the Trustees have considered that a

student at Western Connecticut State College was appointed to the Board
by Governor Dempsey and served until 1973 and that a student at Central
Connecticut State College was appointed to the Board by Governor Meskill

and is presently a Board Member.

3. As provided in the law, student members shall take office on November 1
and, except for one person elected in 1975, shall serve for two years.

The election of student members shall take place on the following schedule.

a. In 1975 the full-time students at Eastern Connecticut State
College shall elect one of their number to Board membership
to serve for a one-year term. In 1978 and in every fourth
year thereafter the full-time students at Eastern Connecticut
State College shall elect one of their number to serve for a
regular two-year term.

b. In 1975 and in every fourth year thereafter the full-time
students at Southern Connecticut State College shall elect
one of their number to Board membership.

c. In 1976 and in every fourth year thereafter the full-time
students at Western Comnecticut State College shall elect one
of their number to Board membership.

d. In 1977 and in every fourth year thereafter the full-time
students at Central Connecticut State College shall elect one
of their number to Board membership.




4. The College's Student Government shall propose a manner of nominating
and electing student members which conforms to the conditions set forth
in this paragraph. The nominating and electing process shall not become
effective unless it is approved by the College President. The following
conditions are prescribed and required by the Trustees.

a. Elections must be on a college-wide basis. Only full-time under-
graduate and full-time graduate students shall be eligible to vote.

b. Elections shall be by secret ballot.

c. In order to be eligible for nomination a student must have
completed at least 60 semester hours toward the bachelor's
degree; must have completed at least one semester at one of the
Connecticut State Colleges; must be enrolled on a full-time
basis; must have an academic average 2.00 or higher based on
the traditional value of A=4, B=3, C=2, D=1, F=0; and must be
in good standing, which is to say the student must not be on
disciplinary probation and must meet all published obligations
to the College.

5. In the event a student member resigns from the Board or relinquishes
membership for any reason, a new student member shall be elected to fill
the unexpired term. Such an election shall be conducted on the campus

from which the former member was elected and shall conform to the conditions

set forth in paragraph U4.

6. The College President shall furnish the Board's Executive Secretary
with the names of students elected to Board membership immediately

following each election.

The
graduates of all of the schools and colleges of said university shall, prior to

- July first in the odd-numbered years, elect one trusiee, who shall be a
graduate of the institution and who shall hold office for four years from the
first day of July succeeding his election. Not less than two nor more than
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four nominations for each such election shall be made by the alumni
association of said university. Such election shall be conducted by mail
prior to July first under the supervision of a canvassing board consisting of
three members, one appointed by the board of trustees, one by the board
of directors of the alumni association of the university and one by the
president of the university. No ballot in such election shall be opened
until the date by which ballots must be returned to-the canvassing board.
In such election all graduates shall be entitled to vote by signed ballots
which have been circulated to them by mail and which shall be returned
by mail. Vacancies occurring by death or resignation of either of such
alumni trustees shall be filled for the unexpired portion of the term by
special election, if such unexpired term is for more than eighteen months.
When the unexpired term is eighteen months or less, such vacancy shall be
filled by appointment by the board of directors of said alumni association.
ON OR BEFORE NOVEMBER 1, 1975, THE STUDENTS OF THE
UNIVERSITY OF CONNECTICUT SHALL, IN SUCH MANNER AS THE
BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF SAID UNIVERSITY SHALL DETERMINE,
ELECT TWO TRUSTEES, EACH OF WHOM SHALL BE ENROLLED AS
A FULL-TIME STUDENT OF SAID UNIVERSITY AT THE TIME OF HIS

Our answer to the first question, which is in the affirmative,
"also disposes of the three additional questions. The only pre-

requisite for a student's election as a trustee 1is that he be a

"full-time student at an institution under the Jjurisdiction of
- saild board at the time of his election." Sec. 2, P.A. 75-504,

(Underscoring added). The statute does not mandate on-going status
as a full-time student for continued membership on the board nor

" disqualify a member by loss of that status whether through gradua-
tion, withdrawal from the school, change to part-time status or

otherwise Therefore, questions two through four must be answered
.afflrmatlvely.

Miss Geen's concern. If these wordings are still a problem, ©
leave out any reference to standing.

There are other questions with the text even thgouh not referred
to me for comment:

1) 15% may be too stiff a hurdle for fall elections. 10 - 12%

is traditional even for local elections where issues and interests

PROCEDURE FOR ELECTION OF STUDENT MEMBERS
to the

BOARD OF TRUSTL:S FOR THi CONNECTICUT STATE COLLEGES

1. This procedure has been established by the Board of Trustees under

the provisions of Public Act 75-262.

2. In deveioping this procedure the Trustees have considered that a
student at Western Connecticut State College was appointed to the‘Boafd.
by Goverﬁor Dempsey and served until 1973 and that_a étudent at Central}'
Connecticut State College was appointed\to the Board by Governor Meskiéi

s

and is presently a Board Member.

3. As provided in the law, student members shall take office on November 1

and, except for one person elected in 1975, shall serve for two yearé.

The election of student members shall take place on the following schedule.

a., In 1975 the full-time students at Eastern Connecticut State
: College shall elect one of their number to Board membership
to serve for a one-year term. In 1978 and in every fourth
year thereafter the full-time students at Eastern Connecticut
State College shall elect one of thelr number to serve for a
regular two-year term. :

b. In 1975 and in every fourth year thereafter the full-time
students at Southern Connecticut State College shall elect
one of their number to Board membership.

c. In 1976 and in every fourth year thereafter the full-time
_ students at Western Connecticut State College shall elect one -
of their number to Board membership.

d. In 1977 and in every fourth year thereafter the full-time
students at Central Connecticut State College shall elect one
of their number to Board membershlp. .
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L. The College's Student Government shall propose a manner of nominating ad. =
electing student members which conforms to the conditions set forth in this
varasgraph., The nominating z2nd electing process shall not becoms effechive ‘
unless it is approvad by the College President. The following conditions are
:prescribed and required by the Trustees.
a. Elections must be on a college-wide basis. Only full-time under-—
graduate and full-time graduate students shall be eligible to vote.
No election shall be valid unless at least 15 percent of the eligible
voters cast a ballot.
b. Elections shall be by secret ballot.
c. In order to be eligible for nomination a student must have completed
at least 60 semester hours toward the bachelor's degree! must have

In the event a stuﬂent member resigns from the Board or relinguishes

membership for ahy reason, a new student member shall be elecﬁed to £ill _

the unexpired term. Such an election shall be conducted on the campus from . ‘
which the former member was elected and shall conform to the conditions set

forth in paragraph k.

6. The College Presidents shall furnish the Board's Executive Secretary with
the names of students elected to Board membership immediately following each \\\\\

election.
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Procedure for Election of Student Members
to the

Board of Trustees for the Connecticut State Colleges

1. This procedure has been established by the Board of Trustees under

the provisions of Public Act T5-262.

2. In developing this procedure the Trustees have considered that a

student at Western Connecticut State College was appointed to the Board
by Governor Dempsey and served until 1973 and that a student at Central
Connecticut State College was appointed to the Board by Governor Meskill

and is presently a Board Member.

3. For purposes of the election of Student Members the Colleges shall

be divided into two classes. Class A shall be comprised of Eastern
Connecticut State College and Western Connecticut State College. Class B
shall be comprised of Central Connecticut State College and Southern

Connecticut State College.

4. During the even numbered years the Colleges in Class A shall elect a
student to membership on the Board, except that in 1975 a student member
shall be elected from Eastern Connecticut State College and shall serve
for one year. In 1976 Western Connecticut State College shall elect a
student member and in 1978 Eastern Connecticut State College shall elect
a member. Thereafter, the election of student members shall alternate
between the two colleges, thus each college will elect a student member

once every four years.




5. During the odd numbered years the Colleges in Class B shall elect a
student member to the Board. In 1975 a student member shall be elected from
Southern Connecticut State College and in 1977 a student shall be elected
from Central Connecticut State College. Thereafter, the election of

student members shall alternate between the two Colleges, thus each College

will provide a student member once every four years.

6. The election of student members shall be by the full-time students
enrolled at the College from which the student member is elected. The
elections shall be conducted in a manner proposed by the College's Student

Government and approved by the College President.

‘ T. Under the provisions of the law, the terms of student members begin
on November 1 and, except for the initial election of a student from

Eastern Connecticut State College in 1975 for a term of one year, are for

two years.
