RESOLVED, That, subject to the approval of the Board of Higher Education,
the Board of Trustees for Connecticut State Colleges authorizes,
effective for the fall semester of 1978, the amendment of State
College Resolution #77-13 to provide an increase in the College
General Fee at Eastern Connecticut State College from $99 to
$104 per academic year for the purpose of meeting additional
costs of intercollegiate athletics, the amended schedule of
