of the college for expanded sports and parking

State Colleges affirms the desirability of acquir- 
ing two parcels of land totaling approximately 
21.94 acres and identified as Section 2 and 3 on 
a map furnished by the Bureau of Public Works, 
and be it 

RESOLVED, That, should a third adjacent parcel of land, of 
approximately 9.7 acres and identified as 
Section 1, be made available, the Board of 
Trustees for the Connecticut State Colleges 
similarly affirms desirability of acquiring such 
property.

Dear Jim: 

The H. Pearce  Company (real tors)  have been authorized by their 
clients, Francis  and Louis Guyott, to make a gift of 15.94 acres  of land 
to Southern Connecticut State College provided the State purchase, o r  
commit to purchase, an additional six ac res  a t  a cost of $30,000 per 
acre. 

On the map provided by the realtors,  the approximately 16 ac res  
of donated land constitute Section 3, which lies almost exclusively in the 
town of Hamden; approximately 870 feet which make the southern border 
of that parcel of land a r e  adjacent to Southern's land in back of the Moore 
Field House, land that i s  used a s  practice and athletic fields for intramural 
and varsity athletics. 

The six ac res  that a r e  offered for sale presumably constitute Section 2 
of the map provided by the realtors. This section lies due east  of Section 3 
and is  entirely in Hamden. In addition to being bounded by Section 3 ,  
Section 2 i s  bounded on the north by an almost vertical cliff, on the east  by 
Section 1, and on the south by property owned by the Farnham estate. 

Only Section 1 fronts on a public highway. Sections 2 and 3 a r e  
bounded by a steep cliff on the north, by Southern Connecticut State College 
and by property owned by the Farnham estate, thus having no direct access 
to a public highway. This i s  not to say, however, that a right of way could 
not be purchased for  Sections 2 and 3 f rom either the owners of Section 1 
o r  from the Farnham estate. Indeed, the remains of an old road can still 
be seen leaving the southwestern corner of Section 3 and continuing through 
Farnham-estate property to Wintergreen Avenue. 
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Although no engineering studies of Sections 2 and 3 have been made, 
the property has been carefully examined by two of our staff with experience 
in construction and by Mr. Deegan of Western Connecticut State College. Most 
of Section 2 i s  level and can  be used for a variety of functions. With respect  
to Section 3,  an estimated s ix  a c r e s  a r e  level and can be put to  u s e  with rela- 
tively l i t t le work. The balance includes a hilly section, much of which might 
be leveled and used for  fill,  particularly to  fill the quarry, which a t  present  
i s  a pond and could constitute a safety hazard. 

The question can be asked whether Southern has a pressing need fo r  
p a r t  o r  a l l  of this land. At present  we have been using Bowen Field, a New 
Haven- owned athletic facility, for  intercollegiate football and t rack  and 
field; until recently we a lso  used Bow en Field for  varsi ty  baseball games. 
Public schools have prior i ty  u s e  of Bowen Field; indeed, not too long ago, 
a varsi ty  football game was bumped with only about forty-eight hours '  notice. 
Since varsity events a r e  often scheduled three  to four yea r s  in advance, we 
find it increasingly difficult to a r range  with the city of New Haven for  our  
intercollegiate athletic contests. F o r  that reason, we now use  a l e s s  sat is-  
factory field a t  Southern for  baseball. 

More recently, the advent of Title IX has meant  an increase  in high 
school athletics fo r  g i r l s ,  thus placing additional p r e s s u r e  on the prior i ty  
use  of Bow en Field by the public schools. We anticipate, therefore,  that the 
t h e  will come in the not too distant future when it will be difficult if not 
impossible to schedule any of our athletic contests a t  Bowen Field. The 
m a s t e r  plan f o r  Southern, adopted in 1971, recognized our need for  additional 
space for  intramural  and varsi ty  athletics by proposing the acquisition of 
Farnham-estate  property fur ther  north off Wintergreen Avenue, and funds 
have been appropriated for  this purpose. 

Sections 2 and 3 provide adequate land for  needed athletic and pract ice 
fields and for  associated parking lots for  the foreseeable future. Being 
adjacent to Southern's existing athletics facilities, including the Moore 
Field House, this land i s  much m o r e  convenient to use  than the property 
projected for  that purpose in the m a s t e r  plan. Mr.  Deegan and our staff 
who have examined the property ag ree  that it would be highly desirable  fo r  
Southern to acquire  a s  much of Sections 2 and 3 a s  is feasible. None of us,  
however, is famil iar  with r ea l  estate  values and thus no comment can be made 
a t  this t ime about the proposed cos t  of the s ix  a c r e s  of Section 2. 

With reference to football, our Board of Athletic Control approached 
m e  a couple of months ago about the idea of trying to r a i s e  funds f rom alumni 
to  construct a football field with ar t i f ic ial  turf (at $75 p e r  square yard, installed). 
Such a field would be usable for  football, l ac rosse  (a club sport) ,  soccer  and 
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women's field hockey, thus making it a facility usable during three  of the 
four  seasons of the year.  I encouraged them to continue to explore that 
idea even though a t  the t ime  we doubted that such a facility could be con- 
s t ructed on land present ly owned by Southern. The acquisition of Section 3 
with o r  without Section 2 would make  this a possible project. 

I recommend that the Board of Trus tees  for  the State Colleges take 
such steps a s  a r e  necessa ry  to encourage the State to negotiate with the owners 
of Sections 2 and 3 for  the possible acquisition of that land.

I am i n  r ece ip t  of your l e t t e r  dated Deccber  22, 1478, which advises war of f i ce  

~. of t h e  p o s ~ i b i l i t g  of acquiring 31.64 @cres of land vhich i s  adjacent t o  t h e  
campus of Southern Connecticut S t a t e  College. After  a review of t h e  property 
by myself and members of t h e  adn in i s t ra t ion  at  Southern Connecticut S t a t e  Colleg,r 
ye f e e l  t h a t  t h e  purckase of t h i s  land would be of major i n t e r e s t  t o  Southern 
Connecticut S t a t e  College. 

Due t o  t h e  ever increasing high school demands placed upon t h e  City of New Haven's 
footba3.1 and t r ack  stadi-an, and p l ~ y i n g  f i e l d s  due t o  T i t l e  I X  requirements, it i s  
increas ingly  l i k e l y  t h a t  Sowen F ie ld  w i l i  co longer be made ava i la3 le  f o r  Southern's 
i n t e r c o l l e g i a t e  a t h l e t i c  events. Tierefore ,  it w i l l  become necessary i n  t h e  near 
f u t u r e  f o r  t h e  S t a t e  t o  acquire land t o  ccnst ruct  appropriate f a c i l i t i e s  f o r  Sou%hernls 
i n t e r c o l l e g i a t e  a t h l e t i c  events i n  foo tba l l ,  t r a ck ,  and f i e l d .  

I n  l i g h t  of these  needs f o r  land and a t h l e t i c  f a c i l i t i e s ,  our s t a f f  hes given careful  
study t o  t h e  p o t e n t i a l  inherent  i n  t h e  land apparently now ava i lab le  f o r  sa le .  As 
del ineated on t h e  map t h a t  you furnished us,  t h e  land i s  segme2ted i n t o  t h r e e  
pa rce l s  of which sec t ion  3 i s  immediately north of ex i s t i ng  co l legep lay  f i e l d s .  
Sections 2 and 1 then extend ea s t e r l y  t o  Pine Rock Avenue a t  i t s  i n t e r s ec t i on  with 
Arch S t r ee t .  

Our aaa ly s i s  of t he se  t h r ee  parce l s  and t h e i r  po t en t i a l  f o r  use by Southern Connecticut 
S t a t e  College can be summarized as  follows: 

F i r s t ,  Section 3, amounting t o  15.94 ac res ,  has only 5 t o  6 ac res  present ly  
usable  f o r  any purpose due t o  t h e  eccroaclinent on sec t ion  3 of a high r idge  of land 
extending t h e  length  of a l l  t h r ee  sect ions  and t o  t h e  existence of' a deep quarry f i l l e d  
with water- However, zhe t h i r d  of sec t ion  3 t h a t  immediately f r o n t s  t h e  campus appears 
r ead i l y  usable for  t h e  expansion of p l ay f i e ld  f a c i l i t i e s .  With t h e  ass i s tance  of a 
l a r g e  bulldozer it appears poss ible  t o  excavate one outcropping of t h e  r idge and t o  
use  t h a t  mate r ia l  t o  f i l l  i n  t h e  deep quarry. T h i s  land development might add 
another 1 .5  acres  of usable area.  At t h a t  t ime,  it appears enough usable space w i l l  
e x i s t  t o  pennit  construction of a foo tba l l  f i e l d  and bleacher f a c i l i t i e s  t o  replace  
Bowcn Field.

Section 2,  amounting t o  6 ac res ,  has perhaps 5 ac res  of usoble a rea  due t p  t h e  
encroachment of t h e  r i d g e  Since t h i s  5 acre  a r ea  i s  r e l a t i v e l y  long and narrow, its 
most l i k e l y  po t en t i a l  appears t o  be a  parking l o t .  

Section 1, amounting t o  9.7 acres ,  has perhaps 8 acres  of usable space due t o  
t h e  encroachment of t h e  r idge.  Since it cur ren t ly  has two elevat ions .  some degree 
of f i l l  w i l l  be necessary. Furthermore, t h e  lower e levat ion i s  cur ren t ly  occupied 
by rock crushing f a c i l i t i e s  which w i l l  have t o  be removed t o  make t h e  land functional .  
TWO pcss ib le  uses of t h i s  sect ion come t o  mind. F i r s t ,  i f  t h e  t echn ica l  col lege 
were were t o  be located i n  New Haven, t h i s  sect ion,  together  with t h e  use of 
sec t ion  2 f o r  parking f a c i l i t i e s ,  might wel l  accomodate a new technica l  col lege,  

- p a r t i c u l a r l y  if t h e  t echn ica l  co l leg t  were t o  u t i l i z e  general  classroom, a t h l e t i c ,  
l i b r a r y ,  and dining f a c i l i t i e s  cur ren t ly  ava i lab le  a t  Southern Connecticut S t a t e  
College. Section 1 would appear more than adeqzate t o  l oca t e  a  l a rge  bui lding 
including l a b s ,  facu l ty  ar.d administrat ive o f f i c e s ,  and classroom space. I n  f a c t ,  
it appears l i k e l y  t h a t  sect ion 1 could acconn.odate two t o  t h r e e  addi t ional  bui ldings .  
Second, if t h e  t echn ica l  college i s  not t o  be located on t h i s  s i t e ,  sec t ion  1 would 
appear t o  be t h e  must l i k e l y  s i t e  f o r  a foo tba l l  f i e l d  and r e l a t ed  bleacher capacity 
t o  replace Bowen Fie ld .  

I would s t rongly recommend t h a t  t h e  3ureau of Public Works send a surveying crew t o  
compute p rec i se ly  t h e  present usable land a rea  s ince  t h e  unusable a r ea  occupied by 
t h e  r idge and t h e  water- f i l led  quarry would not appear t o  add any purchasable value 
to t h e  s i t e .  I n  f a c t ,  t h e  water- f i l led  quarry c rea tes  a po t en t i a l  hazard t o  l i f e  
and therefore  a l i a b i l i t y  which might subtract  from t h e  value of t h e  land. A more 

e r e c i s e  evaluation and Bnalysis of t h i s  e rea  would f a c i l i t a t e  t h e  bargaining ab2 l l t y  
of t h e  Bureau of Public Xorks.

Your report t ha t  the Bureau of Public Works may be willing to  negotiate a pur- 
chase of land immediately adjacent to  the northwest perimeter of the campus i s

timely. As you know, SA 281, 1969, section 2 ( 5 )  ( 6 )  approoriated $2,100,000 
fo r  the acquisition of 1 and off Wintergreen Avenue and also appropriated $210,000 
t o  provide additional a th l e t i c  f a c i l i t i e s  on tha t  s i t e .  f 

Due t o  increasing high school demands placed upon the City of New Haven- owned 
football and track stadium and playing f ie lds  due to  T i t l e  IX requirements tha t  i 

female students be afforded a t h l e t i c  programs and f a c i l i t i e s  comparable t o  male 
students, i t  i s  increasingly 1 ikely that  Bowen Field will no longer be available i 
fo r  Southern's intercol legiate  a th l e t i c  events. Therefore, i t  will shortly be- d 
come necessary fo r  the State  t o  acquire land and t o  construct appropriate f a c i l i -  

a t i e s  for  Southern's intercol legiate  a th l e t i c  events in footbal l ,  track and f ie ld .  

In the l iqh t  of these needs fo r  land and a t h l e t i c  f a c i l i t i e s ,  my s t a f f  has given 
-. - a careful-study to  the potential inherent in the land apparently now available 

f o r  sale .  As delineated on the map tha t  you furnished us, the land i s  segmented 
in to  three parcels of which section 3 i s  immediately north of existing college 
play f ie lds .  Sections 2 and 1 then extend easter ly t o  Pine Rock Avenue a t  i t s

intersection with Arch Street .  Our analysis of these three parcels and t h e i r  : 
potential fo r  use can be summarized as follows: F i r s t ,  section 3, amounting t o  
15.94 acres,  has only 5 t o  6 acres presently usable for  any purpose due t o  the , 
encroachment on section 3 of a high ridge of land extending the length of alT 4 

three sections and due to  the existence of a deep quarry f i l l e d  with water. 4 
However, the third of section 3 tha t  immediately fronts  the campus appears i 
readily usable for  the expansion of pl ayfiel d faci 1 i t i e s .  With the existence i 

of a large bulldozer, i t  appears possible t o  excavate one outcropping of the { 
ridge and to  use that  material t o  f i l l  in the deep quarry. This land develop- 
ment m i g h t  add anothsr 1.5 acres of usable area. A t  t ha t  time, perhaps enough

usable area will ex i s t  to  permit construction of a football f i e l d  and bleacher 
f a c i l i t i e s  t o  replace our present use of Bowen Field.

Section 2 ,  amounting t o  6 acres,  has perhaps 5 acres of usable area due to  1 _ encroachment of the ridge. Since t h i s  5 acre area i s  re lat ively long and 
narrow, i t s  most 1 i kely potential appears to  be a parking l o t .  

Section 1 ,  amounting t o  9.7 acres,  has perhaps 8 acres of usable area due t o  
encroachment of the ridge. Since i t  currently has two elevations,  some degree *() of f i l l  will be necessary. Furthermore, the lower elevation i s  currently $ i  

i 
occupied by rock crushing f a c i l i t i e s  which will necessarily have t o  be removed 
t o  make the land usable. Two possible uses of t h i s  section come t o  mind. F i r s t ,

if the technical college were t o  be situated in New Haven, t h i s  section, to- 
gether with the use of section 2 fo r  parking f a c i l i t i e s ,  might well accommodate 
a new technical college, particularly i-he technical college were t o  rely upon 
the use of general classroom, a th le t i c ,  l ibrary,  and dining f a c i l i t i e s  currently 
available a t  Southern Connecticut State College. Section 1 would appear more 
than adequate t o  locate a large building including labs, faculty and adminis- 
t r a t ive  off ice,  and some classroom space. In f ac t ,  i t  appears l ikely tha t  section 
1 could accommodate two t o  three spare buildings. Second, i f  the technical 
college is  not t o  be located on th i s  s i t e ,  section 1 would appear the most l ikely 
s i te  fo r  a football f i e ld  and related bleacher capacity t o  replace the Bowen 
Field. 

I would recommend tha t  the Bureau of Public Works send a surveying crew t o  com- 
pute precisely the present usable land area inasmuch as the unusable area occupied 
by the ridge and the water-fi l led quarry would not appear t o  add any purchasable 
value t o  the s i t e .  In f a c t ,  the water-filled quarry creates a real hazard t o  l i f e  
and therefore a 1 i a b i l i t y  subtracting from the value of the land. A more precise 
evaluation of th i s  nature would f a c i l i t a t e  the bargai 
o f  Pub1 i c  Works.

Le t  m e  add a coupie of points of emphasis in m y  own 
words. 

There  a r e  many possibil i t ies fo r  u s e  of a l l  t h ree  pa rce l s  of land 
and a l l  a l ternat ives  should be thoroughly explored. The minimum would 
be apprcximately s ix  a c r e s  of Section 3, which could be added to ou r  
p resen t  prac t ice  field to  provide space  f o r  football, l ac rosse  (a  club 
sport) ,  soccer ,  t r ack  and field events, and baseball. 

With re ference  to  football, our  Board of Athletic Control approached 
m e  m o r e  than a month ago about the idea of trying to r a i s e  funds f r o m  
alumni to construct  a football field with a r t i f ica l  turf (a t  $75 p e r  square  
~ a r d ) .  I encouraged them to continue to  explore that idea. Such a field 
would b e  useable fo r  football, l acrosse ,  socce r  and women's field hockey, 
making it an al l -season facility. If that were  to be done, t he re  i s  a l a r g e  
a r e a  in Section 1 that might  be ideal f o r  two reasons:  (1) i t  contains an 

:-. 
a r e a  about a s  l a r g e  a s  a football field that is perfectly flat  and la rge ly  

. . covered by concrete  and quite c lose  to P ine  Rock Avenue, with plenty of -+. 
parking space available;  and (2) the a r e a  is shel tered by a s teep  cliff 
f r o m  prevailing fa l l  winds, thus making it an ideal location fo r  football 
and comfortable fo r  fans in la te  fall. 

I would suggest that a careful  feasibility study be m a d e  of the en t i re  
a r e a  which can s e r v e  a multitude of purposes.  But we need m o r e  expert ise  
than w e  have among our  employees f o r  this purpose.
