WHEREAS, The fundamental purpose f o r  graduate a s s i s t a n t s h i p s  i s  t o  allow 
wel l -qual i f ied  graduate s tudents  t o  p a r t i c i p a t e  i n  research ,  
i n s t r u c t  ion ,  and labora tory  experience , and 

WHEREAS, Stipends and f e e  waivers f o r  graduate a s s i s t a n t s h i p s  provide 
graduate s tudents  with f i n a n c i a l  a s s i s t a n c e  thus  enabling persons 
with l imi ted  f i n a n c i a l  resources t o  undertake graduate s tudy,  and 

WHEREAS, The Trustees,  by Resolution #77-82, provided f o r  s t ipends  and 
waiver of Extension Fund fees  f o r  graduate a s s i s t a n t s  enrol led  
f o r  a maximum of n ine  semester hours per  semester,  and 

WHEREAS, It i s  appropr ia te  t o  provide an increase  i n  t h e  s t ipend r a t e ,  
now, t h e r e f o r e ,  be it 

RESOLVED, That Resolution #77-82 i s  rescinded,  and e f f e c t i v e  with F a l l  
Semester 1979 graduate a s s i s t a n t s  may be paid s t ipends  not t o  
exceed a r a t e  of $250 f o r  t h e  equivalent of one semester c r e d i t  
hour of  research ,  i n s t r u c t i o n ,  o r  labora tory  work as  determined 
by and approved by t h e  College President  o r  t h e  Pres ident ' s  
authorized rep resen ta t ive ,  and workload s h a l l  not exceed t h e  
equivalent  of e ight  semester hours of c r e d i t ,  and f u r t h e r  be it 

RESOLVED, That fu l l - t ime graduate a s s i s t a n t s  enrol led  f o r  s i x  o r  more 
semester hours of  academic course work per  semester and part-time 
graduate a s s i s t a n t s  enrol led  f o r  n ine  o r  more semester hours of 
academic course work per  semester s h a l l  be required t o  pay General 
Fund t u i t i o n  and, i n  addi t ion ,  a College General Fee s u f f i c i e n t  
t o  defray t h e  cos t  of  s tudent  accident insurance but  t h e  balance 
of t h e  College General Fee a s  well  a s  a l l  o ther  f e e s  imposed by 
t h i s  Board s h a l l  be  waived, and f u r t h e r  be it 

RESOLVED, That part-time graduate a s s i s t a n t s  who a r e  r e g i s t e r e d  f o r  l e s s  
than n ine  semester hours of academic course work per  semester 
s h a l l  be  included i n  t h e  Extension Fund program with f e e  waivers 
f o r  up t o  e igh t  semester hours of academic course work, and 
f u r t h e r  be  it

Frost  has d i rec ted  me t o  c a l l  t o  your a t t e n t i o n  t h a t  t h e  a t tached reso lu t ion  
was adopted on August 2, 1979. I had a l e r t e d  you t o  t h e  f a c t  t h a t  it was 
being proposed by my memo of June 26, 1979. - 
The reso lu t ion  i t s e l f  does not  contain a d e f i n i t i o n  of "full-time" and "part- 
time" graduate a s s i s t a n t s .  In  t h e  next few days D r .  Frost  w i l l  be i s su ing  
a comprehensive s e t  of d e f i t i o n s  of s tudent  s t a t u s  f o r  enrollment repor t ing 
and f e e  payment purposes. It i s  expected t h a t  t h e  d e f i n i t i o n  of "full-time" 
graduate a s s i s t a n t s  w i l l  be  i n s t r u c t i o n ,  research,  o r  labora tory  assignments 
equivalent  t o  s i x  o r  more semester hours per  semester. Assigments f o r  t h e  
equivalent  of l e s s  than s i x  hours w i l l  be "part-time." 

I w i l l  be happy t o  answer any questions concerning t h e  i n t e n t  o r  e f f e c t  of 
t h e  resolut ion.  I have worked c l o s e l y  with t h e  Academic Vice Pres idents  i n  
i t s  prepara t ion,  and they t o o  should be a b l e  t o  answer quest ions concerning 
it.

Also ful l- t ime graduate a s s i s t a n t s  w i l l  be defined e s s e n t i a l l y  as 
t h o s e  having assignments i n  i n s t r u c t  ion ,  research,  o r  labora tory  work . 
equivalent  t o  s i x  semester hous. Part-time graduate a s s i s t a n t s  w i l l  be 
defined as those  having such assignments equivalent  t o  l e s s  than s i x  semester 
hours. 

2. A d r a f t  copy of t h e  second reso lu t ion  regarding graduate a s s i s t a n t s  i s  
a t tached.  F u l l - t i m e  graduate a s s i s t a n t s  who a r e  a l s o  enro l l ed  f o r  s i x  semester 
hours o r  more of academic course work per semester w i l l  be counted a s  f u l l -  
t i m e  general  fund s tudents  and w i l l  pay genera l  fund t u i t i o n .  Part-time .
