RE: Def in i t ion  of S ta tus  of Students  For Fee Payment and Enrollment 
Reporting Purposes 

Pursuant t o  S t a t e  College Resolution 79-93 t h e  following de f in t ions  of s tudent  
s t a t u s  a r e  i ssued,  e f f e c t i v e  F a l l  Semester 1979: 

1. Undergraduate s tudents  accepted a s  degree candidates by t h e  Admissions 
Office who a r e  en ro l l ed  f o r  1 2  o r  more semester hours per  semester s h a l l  
be fu l l - t ime and s h a l l  pay General Fund t u i t i o n .  

2. Undergraduate s tudents  accepted a s  degree candidates by t h e  Admissions 
Off ice  who a r e  en ro l l ed  f o r  l e s s  than  12 semester hours per semester 
s h a l l  be General Fund s tudents  only under t h e  following condi t ions :  

a.  Seniors  who have been f u l l  t ime but  who i n  t h e i r  f i n a l  semester 
before graduation have l e s s  than 12 hours of degree requirements 
t o  complete. 

b. Students  i n  programs i n  which "full-time1' i s  determined by 
appropr ia te  academic a u t h o r i t i e s  t o  be l e s s  than  12  hours. 
An example i s  Cooperative Education a t  Central  i n  which f u l l -  
t ime enrollment i n  t h e  work experience counts f o r  only 6 
semester hours. 

c .  Studer;ts who bu t  f o r  c e r t a i n  exigencies would be  en ro l l ed  f o r  
1 2  hours o r  more. Examples a r e  handicapped s tuden t s ,  s tudents  
with d e b i l i t a t i n g  i n j u r i e s  o r  i l l n e s s e s ,  o r  s tudents  involved 
i n  temporary family problems. The na tu re  of t h e  exigency must 
be e s t ab l i shed  by t h e  s tudent  t o  t h e  s a t i s f a c t i o n  of s tudent  
a f f a i r s  personnel.  
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3. A l l  o the r  undergraduate s tudents  not described i n  paragraphs 1 or  2 above 
s h a l l  be Extension Fund s tudents .  

4 .  Graduate s tudents  accepted a s  degree candidates by t h e  r egu la r  graduate 
admissions process who a r e  en ro l l ed  f o r  9 o r  more semester hours per  
semester s h a l l  be fu l l - t ime  s tudents  and s h a l l  pay General Fund t u i t i o n .  1 

5 .  Full-time graduate a s s i s t a n t s  a r e  those  graduate s tudents  who have been 
accepted by t h e  r egu la r  graduate admissions process ,  who have been assigned 
a research ,  i n s t r u c t i o n  o r  l abora to ry  load  determined by t h e  campus 
president  o r  h i s  authorized r ep resen ta t ive  t o  be  t h e  equivalent  of 6 o r  
more c r e d i t  hours per  semester,  and who i n  add i t ion  a r e  r e g i s t e r e d  f o r  
6 o r  more semester hours of academic course work per  semester.  Such f u l l -  
t ime graduate a s s i s t a n t s  s h a l l  be fu l l - t ime General Fund s tudent  s and 
s h a l l  pay f u l l  General f i n d  t u i t i o n  plus a College General Fee s u f f i c i e n t  
t o  defray t h e  cos t  of s tudent  accident  insurance. The balance of t h e  
College General Fee and a l l  o the r  f ees  imposed by t h e  Board of Trustees 
s h a l l  be waived. * 

6. Graduate s tuden t s  who have been accepted by t h e  r egu la r  graduate admissions 
process,  who have been assigned a r e sea rch ,  i n s t r u c t i o n ,  o r  l abora to ry  load  
which i s  determined by t h e  campus pres ident  o r  h i s  authorized r ep resen ta t ive  
t o  be t h e  equivalent  of l e s s  than  6 c r e d i t  hours per  semester s h a l l  be  
c l a s s i f i e d  as fu l l - t ime  o r  part-time s tudents  i n  accordance with t h e  
i n s t r u c t i o n s  i n  subparagraphs a and b and s h a l l  be en ro l l ed  a s  explained 
i n  t h o s e  subparagraphs. 

a .  Such graduate a s s i s t a n t s  who a r e  r e g i s t e r e d  f o r  9 o r  more 
semester hours of academic course work per  semester s h a l l  
be fu l l - t ime,  General Fund s tudents  and s h a l l  pay f u l l  General 
Fund t u i t i o n  plus a College General Fee s u f f i c i e n t  t o  defray 
t h e  cos t s  of s tudent  accident  insurance.  The balance of t h e  
College Fee and a l l  o ther  f e e s  imposed by t h e  Board of Trustees 
s h a l l  be waived. 

b. Such graduate a s s i s t a n t s  who a r e  r e g i s t e r e d  f o r  l e s s  t h a n  
9 semester hours of academic course work per  semester s h a l l  
be part-time s tudents  and s h a l l  be enrol led  i n  t h e  Extension 
Fund with f e e  waivers of up t o  8 semester hours of course 
work per  semester.  

7. A l l  undergraduate and graduate s tudents  not defined as  fu l l - t ime i n  t h e  above 
paragraphs s h a l l  be repor ted  a s  FTE's on t h e  b a s i s  of headcount mul t ip l i ed  
by .4 ( o r  4 / 1 0 ) .

I A 1 1  pe r t inen t  exceptions t o  General Fund t u i t i o n  such a s  Veterans and 
senior  c i t i z e n s  over 62 s h a l l  be  honored. 

1 See S t a t e  College Resolution 79-92. Exceptions a r e  permit ted during 
1979-80 f o r  graduate a s s i s t a n t s  completing t h e  second year  of a two-year 
commitment a s  provided i n  t h i s  r e so lu t ion .
