ADDENDUM TO BR#82-107 

SOUTHERN CONNECTICUT STATE COLLEGE 

Campus Parking and T r a f f i c  Regulat ions 

Providing adequate parking f a c i l i t i e s  wi th  proper superv is ion  of campus 

t r a f f i c  is a major problem on c o l l e g e  campuses throughout t h e  United S t a t e s .  

This  i s  e s p e c i a l l y  t r u e  at i n s t i t u t i o n s  such a s  Southern Connecticut S t a t e  

College where a  l a r g e  p a r t  of t h e  s tudent  body commutes d a i l y .  

I n  an e f f o r t  t o  p r o t e c t  s t u d e n t s  and v i s i t o r s  t o  t h e  College from auto- 

mobile acc iden t s ,  a s  w e l l  a s  t o  provide s e c u r i t y  f o r  motor v e h i c l e s  parked 

on t h e  campus, t h e  fol lowing r u l e s  and r e g u l a t i o n s  must be observed. Fa i l -  

u re  t o  comply may lead  t o  t h e  i ssuance  of a  College parking t i c k e t  and/or  

summons, t h e  towing of t h e  v e h i c l e  at t h e  owner's expense and when warranted,  

d i s c i p l i n a r y  a c t i o n  by t h e  College. 

The College r e s e r v e s  t h e  r i g h t  t o  remove o r  have removed by tow-away 

and t o  impound any v e h i c l e  t h a t  i s  parked i n  such a  way a s  t o  c o n s t i t u t e  a 

s e r i o u s  hazard,  impedes v e h i c l e  o r  pedes t r i an  movements, impai rs  t h e  opera- 

t i o n  of emergency equipment and/or t h e  making of e s s e n t i a l  r e p a i r s ,  o r  i s  

i l l e g a l l y  parked. Owners w i l l  be  requi red  t o  pay a l l  c o s t s  involved i n  re -  

moving and impounding of veh ic l e s .  

I n  a  s p i r i t  of cooperat ion wi th  t h e  New Haven and Hamden communities, 

s t u d e n t s  a r e  asked not  t o  park t h e i r  v e h i c l e s  on c i t y  s t r e e t s  i n  r e s i d e n t i a l  

a r e a s  ad jacent  t o  t h e  campus. 

A l l  s t uden t s ,  f a c u l t y  and s t a f f  s h a l l  r e g i s t e r  any v e h i c l e  on campus 

wi th  t h e  Campus Po l i ce .  Decals a r e  i ssued  only by t h e  Campus P o l i c e  and 

must be a f f i x e d  i n s i d e  t h e  d r i v e r  s i d e  of t h e  f r o n t  windshield before  a  

v e h i c l e  i s  permit ted t o  use  College parking f a c i l i t i e s .  Any t r a n s f e r ,  



exchange, s a l e ,  misuse, o r  reproduct ion  of a deca l  i s  unauthorized.  Any 

v i o l a t o r  w i l l  have h i s  d e c a l  removed and h i s  v e h i c l e  w i l l  be  towed a t  h i s  

own expense. 

A speed l i m i t  of 10 mi les  per  hour w i l l  be  enforced on a l l  campus road- 

ways and parking l o t s .  

Pedes t r i ans  have t h e  right-of-way a t  a l l  t imes. 

First-come, f i r s t - s e r v e  parking is  author ized  i n  a l l  s t uden t  parking 

l o t s .  Vehicles  us ing  t h e s e  l o t s  must d i s p l a y  a c u r r e n t l y  v a l i d  s tudent  

parking deca l .  Areas involved a r e  Lots  ill through iI4 and !I6 through !/9, and 

a l l  b l ack  curb zones on t h e  west s i d e  of t h e  campus un le s s  exp res s ly  forb id-  

den by c o n t r o l  s i g n s  o r  o t h e r  measures. I f  a l e g a l  space i s  not  a v a i l a b l e  

i n  t h e  s tudent  parking l o t  of your choice,  u se  another  approved parking 

f a c i l i t y .  

Lots  df5, # l o ,  and /I11 and a l l  f a c u l t y  and s t a f f  a r e a s  a r e  reserved  f o r  

s p e c i a l  d e c a l  ho lde r s  between 8 a.m. and 6 p.m. when t h e  College i s  i n  ses-  

s ion. 

Lot #12 i s  a reserved  l o t  f o r  f a c u l t y ,  s t a f f ,  and s p e c i a l  d e c a l  ho lde r s  

between 8 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. 

S tudents  us ing  an exchange v e h i c l e  which does n o t  have a s tudent  park- 

i ng  d e c a l  must use  Lot iI9. 

Between 6 p.m. and 8 a .m.  a l l  College parking l o t s  can be used on an 

u n r e s t r i c t e d  b a s i s  except  where exp res s ly  forbidden by c o n t r o l  markings o r  

s igns .  

Approved a r e a s  f o r  p ick ing  up o r  d i scharg ing  passengers  a r e  i n s i d e  t h e  

main en t rance  o f f  F i t c h  S t r e e t  and t h e  roadway and turn-around a r e a  l ead ing  

t o  Engleman H a l l  o f f  Crescent S t r e e t .  Dr ive r s  must remain wi th  v e h i c l e s .  



The a r e a  reserve6  f o r  "Vi s i to r s  t o  t h e  Admissions Office" i n  Lot 1/12 i s  

not  t o  be used by f a c u l t y ,  s t a f f ,  o r  SCSC s tuden t s  from 8 a.m.  t o  6 p.m. 

Students  a r e  p roh ib i t ed  from us ing  SCSC parking f a c i l i t i e s  behind Davis 

Hal l .  

Operators  who need t o  pick up o r  d e l i v e r  heavy educa t iona l  m a t e r i a l s  a t  

E a r l  H a l l  may park a t  t h e  r e a r  of t h i s  bu i ld ing  f o r  a maximum of 15 minutes.  

Motorcycles must be  parked i n  parking a r e a s  designated "Motorcycle Park- 

ing. " 

Yellow curb a r e a s  a r e  designated a s  prohib i ted  parking a r e a s  t h e  same 

a s  those  a r e a s  t h a t  have "No Parking" s igns .  

The r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  of f i n d i n g  a l e g a l  parking space r e s t s  wi th  t h e  motor 

v e h i c l e  opera tor .  Lack of space i n  assigned a r e a s  i s  no t  considered a v a l i d  

excuse f o r  v i o l a t i o n  of t h e s e  r egu la t ions .  

Decals must be removed from v e h i c l e s  which a r e  being so ld  o r  no longer  

used on t h e  SCSC campus. Outdated parking d e c a l s  a l s o  should be removed when 

a new d e c a l  i s  i ssued .

F ines  f o r  parking i n  Handicapped a r e a s  o r  f i r e  l anes  a r e  $5 f o r  t h e  f i r s t  

summons and $10 f o r  each subsequent summons f o r  t h e  remainder of t h e  academic 

year .  F ines  must be paid a t  t h e  Of f i ce  of t h e  Campus P o l i c e  w i th in  14 calen- 

d a r  days from t h e  d a t e  of t h e i r  issuance.  Checks must be payable t o  Southern 

Connecticut S t a t e  College. F a i l u r e  t o  make payment w i th in  t h e  requi red  time 

w i l l  r e s u l t  i n  a doubling of t h e  f i n e .
