To establish four two month summer Residence Hall Director 
positions for use, as needed, to supervise dormitories during 
summer sessions. The current Residence Hall Director positions at 
Central are all ten month positions covering only the regular 
academic year. Creation of these summer positions will allow the 
University to assign summer school duties to ten month Residence 
Hall Directors in return for an additional two/tenths of their 
annual salary. The assignments shall be temporary, on a summer by 
summer basis. 

Payment is to be made by a temporary increase in regular bi-weekly 
salary for the extra period worked. Position count will not 
increase.
