WHEREAS, Dr. F. Don James is retiring as President of Central Connecticut 
State University after nineteen years of service, and 

WHEREAS, During this period from 1968 to 1987, enrollment has grown from 
9,600 students to 13,600 students, and 

WHEREAS, Central has grown to five schools: Arts and Sciences; Education 
and Professional Studies; Business; Technology; Graduate Studies;

@ WHEREAS, Central has developed from a dual purpose Teacher Education and 
Liberal Arts State College to a comprehensive University within 
Connecticut State University, and 

WHEREAS, Dr. James has emphasized international education by involving 
Central Connecticut State University with universities in Europe, 
South America, the Caribbean and Asia, resulting in Central being 
designated as a Center of Excellence in International Affairs 
with more than 200 students from over thirty-six foreign 
countries, now therefore be it 

RESOLVED, That the Trustees for the Connecticut State University express 
their appreciation to Dr. F. Don James for his distinguished 
service, and extend to him and Mrs. James their warmest best 
wishes for a long and happy retirement, and be it further 

RESOLVED, That the Trustees confer upon Dr. James the title President 
meritus of the Central Connecticut State University with all the 
privileges pertaining thereto, effective October 1, 1987. 
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
