Witnesseth: The said Board hereby engages Naomi R. Stonberg as an independent

The Board agrees to pay for the services of the independent contractor in

accordance with the following schedule:

a) One hundred dollars ($100) per hour; and

b) Reasonable out-of-pocket expenses.

Fees will be billed monthly detailing expenses: hours, fees, travel time,

hours at meetings and on telephone.

It is understood that the Attorney General of the State of Connecticut or

members of her staff will represent the State in any legal proceeding before

any state or federal court arising from labor relations activities. It is

understood that the Board of Trustees is not contracting for, and the

independent contractor shall not provide, any legal services of any nature or

kind, as such services will be provided by representatives from the Attorney

General's Office.
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This agreement covers the period July 1, 1991 through June 30, 1993 unless

terminated sooner by either party upon ten days' written notice. Payments are

not to exceed $60,000.

The independent contractor is not a current or retired employee of the

State of Connecticut.
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
