FEE INCREASES FOR CONNECTICill STATE UNIVERSITY STUDENTS
TIER I & II

December 3, 1993

WHEREAS, section 10a-99 of the General Statues provides that the Board of
Trustees for the Connecticut State university, shall fix fees for
such purposes as the Board of Trustees deems necessary, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees is corrmitted to keeping student tuition and
fees as low as possible in order that attending Connecticut State
University will remain a viable option for all students who qualify,
and

WHEREAS, management of our four universities has reviewed their academic and
administrative plans for FY94-95 and have developed expenditure plans
that will enable them to execute their plans, and

WHEREAS, revenues projected at current rates are not sufficient to cover the
expenditure plans including inflationary increases, and revenue
shortfalls resulting from enrollment declines, roodest increases are
therefore reccmnended in tuition, course fees, university general
fees, housing and food service charges, and

WHEREAS, the guidelines for the develop:nent of the FY93-94 biennium budget set
tuition fund spending at levels that would remain constant for each
year of the biennium except that 15% of tuition increase revenues
would be applied to student aid to offset the tuition increase, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees is mandated by section 10a-26 of the General
Statutes to prorate tuition of full-time students carrying less than
75% of a full time load of courses, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees has issued definitions of students for fee
payment and enrollment reporting purposes in BR79-93, and

WHEREAS, the Connecticut State University Director of Capital Budgeting has
evaluated the Connecticut State University debt service requirements
for the self-supporting facilities program and has detennined that a
modest increase in the University fee is required for FY94-95 to
insure that we are able to meet our future debt requirements, and

WHEREAS, the Student Goverrnnent Associations at Central and Southern have

requested increases in the student activity fee to fund increased
costs of operating student government organizations and related
student activities, and

WHEREAS, management at Central Cormecticut State University has requested a
$30 per semester or $50 per year usage fee to cover operational costs
associated with the Fitness-Wellness Center, and therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the Board Resolutions shown below be rescinded

RESOLVED, that the rates reflected on the attached schedules (1 - 6) are
effective at each campus as appropriate for FY94-95.
